00 Tips for reading together

Talk together

* Look at the cover and read the title. Ask: How
can we tell that this man is a king? What time
of day is it?

Look at page 2 where the main character is
introduced. Ask: Where do you think the King
wants to go?

Ask: Is it possible to touch the moon if you
climb up high enough? How else might people
get to the moon?

About the words in this story

* Your child will be able to read most of the
words in this story using their phonics skills.
Encourage your child to sound out and blend
any new words.

* These words are common, but your child may
find them tricky.

If necessary, read these words to your child.

During reading
Encourage your child to read the story to you.

Talk about the pictures with your child as
they read.

Encourage your child to say the sounds in a
word, from left to right. Tell them to point to
the sounds as they say them. Then they can
blend the sounds into a whole word, e.g. w-i-sh,
l-o-t-s.

* Give your child lots of time to sound out

each word.

Re-read the sentence encouraging your child to

read with expression.

* Notice punctuation, such as exclamation marks,
and that they affect how you say something.

» Draw attention to speech bubbles and explain

that they show who is speaking.

Talk about the story

* Turn to page I5. Ask: Do you think the King hurt himself when he fell down?

« At the end of the story, ask: What do you think the people thought of the King?
* Ask: What do you think the King learned that day?

<3 Retell the story using the story map

* Now you have read the story and talked about it, use the story map on page 16
to retell the story together. Each picture shows an important part of the story.

* Encourage your child to retell the story in their own words. You could do this
together or take it in turns to tell different parts of it.

« As you retell the story, encourage your child to use their voice and exciting
descriptive words to show how bossy the King was, e.g. ‘Get me that box!’
bellowed the King.
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
